Among those who had ever tried cigarette use, 30.4% were aged 17 years, 48.3% were females, 48% were White, 31.9 were in Grade 12, 21.5% were bullied at school in the last 12 months, 18.2% had been bullied electronically in the last 12 months, 61.4% had used alcohol in their lifetime, 40.7% had been involved in a physical fight at school, 13.5% had been hurt on a date, 23.9% had ever thought of suicide, 26.4% had carried one form of weapon to school and 79.9% had had sex.
Among those who used either one of the tobacco (cigarette, snuff/dip, or cigars/cigarillos), 31% were aged 17 years, 38.6% were females, 57.2% were White, 34.4% were in Grade 12, 20.6% were bullied at school in the last 12 months, 19.2% had been bullied electronically in the last 12 months, 78.6% had used alcohol in their lifetime, 49.7% had been involved in a physical fight at school, 15.8% had been hurt on a date, 26.1% had ever thought of suicide, 36.7% had carried one form of weapon to school and 35.5% had had sex.
Among those who used either one of the drugs in this study, 29.9% were aged 17 years, 49.8% were females, 41.6% were White, 31.6% were in Grade 12, 20.1% were bullied at school in the last 12 months, 18.4% had been bullied electronically in the last 12 months, 61% had used alcohol in their lifetime, 40.4% had been involved in a physical fight at school, 13.3% had been hurt on a date, 23.8% had ever thought of suicide, 24% had carried one form of weapon to school and 77.7% had had sex.
